Some examples of calls and arrests this week:
1/15—2600 block of 54th St: Officers responded to a noise complaint, and they found that Kenneth Baker had an outstanding warrant. The warrant was for failure to appear in court from the last citation he received for violating the city’s noise ordinance. Baker was arrested for the warrant, and he was also charged by the Largo Police Department for crimes related to forgery.

1/15—2700 block of 49th St: A resident returned home from work and found that there was a party inside. As he was trying to get everyone to leave, a fight broke out and one of the “guests” stabbed him seven times. The stabbing victim’s brother stepped in and beat the assailant to the point that he also had to go to the hospital. Kenneth McDaniel was arrested and charged with aggravated battery. The stabbing victim was in stable condition with no life threatening injuries.
1/16—George’s Grill, 1400 block of 49th St: Employees called and stated there was a fight inside the restaurant and someone had a gun.  When police arrived the owner stated that a thin black male was ordering at the counter and another male entered and started a fight with him.  Other males then entered the store and joined the fight.  The employees tried to break it up and someone pulled a black handgun which was knocked to the floor.  All involved participants fled before police arrived and we have no information on any of them.
