Some examples of calls and arrests this week:

9/17/09—5600 block of Gulfport Blvd: While on patrol, Officer Falconeri observed a domestic disturbance in progress. He intervened and arrested the male subject, who was charged with battery.

9/18/09—5200 block of 25th Ave: Last week, we reported the arrest of an individual for stealing a purse which contained prescription narcotics. This week, the victim in that case contacted the suspected with a bribe offer.  Allison Dyson told said she would drop the charges if the “suspect” could get her more pills, referring to illegally-obtained prescription drugs. Police set up a sting operation, and when Dyson showed up to collect on the deal, she was arrested.

9/19/09—15 Ave & 51 St: Officer Horning made contact with two men standing on the corner.  One of the men, Michael I. Banire, had two warrants out of Pinellas County for his arrest. On top of that, Officer Horning found marijuana in Banire’s pocket.
