Some examples of calls and arrests this week:

9/25/09—Mostly Mopar (14 Ave & 49 St.): Officers investigated the theft of a 1999 Plymouth Voyager. The vehicle was later recovered in St. Petersburg. Thefts of Chrysler products from model year 1995 to 2001 have increased over the past few months.

9/29/09—2200 block of York Street: The landlord reported that the former tenant, who just moved out, stole the window unit air conditioner. The case has been forwarded to detectives for follow up.

9/30/09—5000 block of 9th Avenue: Officers responded to a complaint from a resident about an unruly guest who was intoxicated and out of control. The officers requested paramedics, and when they tried to help the man onto a stretcher, he shoved one of the officers.  Dana Burton was then arrested and charged with felony battery on a police officer.
9/30/09—1800 block of 49th Street: A field Interview Report documents officer contact with a young woman who was walking across 49th Street wearing a dress short enough that it revealed her buttocks. The woman, who resides in the 1800 block of 52nd Street, recently reported that her cell phone was stolen. When the officer investigated, he learned that it was taken by a drug dealer she was indebted to. The woman told the officer that she would work things out with the dealer to negotiate the return of the phone.

Examples of traffic-related incidents this week:
