Some examples of calls and arrests this week:

10/1—Burglary in Progress – 5500 block of Newton Avenue: Caller saw two black males in the back yard of a vacant house.  Johnathon Cowart and Darrian Royal fled the area when police arrived, and both were eventually caught.  They both had bags containing several stolen electronics including phones, digital cameras, Playstations, Xbox, and an IPOD.

10/1—Battery – Hamilton Disston: Marquez Lloyd was arrested earlier in the day for battering a teacher at the school.  He was released from the juvenile assessment center and returned to the school.  When his mother responded to take him home, he began throwing rocks at her and was arrested again.
10/2—Burglary—4900 block of Tangerine Avenue (Zoomer’s Auto Body)- At 0151 hrs, Officer Parks responded to this location for a vehicle burglary.  The vehicle owner reported that her car was broken into. The driver’s side window was broken but nothing was taken. A small bag of marijuana was found in the center console. The owner denied it belonged to her; she told Officer Parks it must have been left in the car by the burglary suspect. 

10/3—5800 block of 28th Avenue (Town Shores Market):  The door knob at the rear of this business was struck with a socket wrench at least twice causing damage to the door knob.  The door knob did not work properly.  The socket wrench was found on the ground approximately fifteen feet from the door.  The scene was processed, and an area canvass revealed that three white male juveniles, with “skater-type” haircuts and BMX bicycles were seen in the area.
