Some examples of calls and arrests this week:

10/9—15th Ave. & 49th St: Officer Horning attempted to stop two Juveniles riding on what he believed were stolen bicycles. One Juvenile stopped and confessed that his friend took a bicycle from a yard in Gulfport. While the officer was interviewing this juvenile, a stolen bicycle call was received and dispatched. Officer Horning recovered the stolen bike and returned it to the owner while arresting the Juvenile suspect. 
10/09—53rd St. & 25th Ave: Officers assisted in perimeter security while firefighters engaged a fully-involved structure fire located just south of city hall. 

10/10—George’s Grill, 1431 49th: Mark Gildauskas complained that the owner was using wood in the smoker and filling the area with smoke.  Officer Falconeri checked the business and confirmed that they were actually using charcoal as required, and there was very little smoke in the area.
10/10—Police station: A woman showed up in front of city hall very irate and demanding to speak with an officer.  When the officer arrived, he found that the woman was intoxicated and had forgotten why she wanted an officer in the first place.

Examples of traffic-related incidents this week:

10/8—Fleeing & eluding—49th St. & Fairfield Ave: Sergeant Marotta tried to stop a maroon Lexus for a traffic violation, but the driver fled and was last seen going east on Fairfield Avenue. He learned that it was the same vehicle who fled from him during a similar situation in January of this year.
10/9—Traffic incident—58th St. & Gulfport Blvd: Call came out as a vehicle vs. pedestrian crash, but the investigating officer learned otherwise.  It turned out that the pedestrian lost his balance due to his medications and fell into the doorway of the stopped PSTA bus.
10/10—Traffic stop—58th St. & Gulfport Blvd: Officer Garrett stopped a Lexus after seeing a man sitting on the roof and people hanging out the windows. When she stopped the car, several other cars stopped along with it, and a crowd began to form. It turns out, the car was part of a makeshift funeral procession, and the others were upset at the interruption. The driver of the car with the person on its roof was cited for the offense and then allowed to leave.
