Some examples of calls and arrests this week:

10/15-21—Zone 2: Thefts of 1995 to 2001 Chrysler products (Dodge, Plymouth, Jeep) continue. This week, there were five such thefts. Police located and tried to stop one vehicle, but it fled at high speed. The police pursuit policy does not permit us to chase stolen cars.
10/15—Boca Ciega High School: Following a loss to St. Petersburg High School, officers working the Homecoming football game had to deal with multiple fights breaking out around the campus. Officers from St. Petersburg were called in to assist, and at least two people were arrested.
10/16—59th St and Gulfport Blvd:  Officers were dispatched to 26th Ave S And 58th St S for suspicious juveniles on bicycles. Three young males were located at 59th St. and Gulfport Blvd.  One of them, Christopher Wise, had a juvenile pick up order (warrant). He attempted to run, but Officer Parks grabbed ahold of him before he could get away. Wise struggled to break free and in the process twisted Officer Parks’ left arm. Wise got out of his shirt and ran. He hid behind a house briefly but was located. Another chase ensued until he stopped in a yard and attempted to hide.  When he was located he attempted to run off again. This was not a very wise decision on Wise’s part, because officers used Tasers to bring him to a final stop. Wise was charged with battery on a law enforcement officer.
10/16—5405 Shore Blvd (O’Maddy’s):  A bartender at O’Maddy’s requested that Louis Louisa Jr. be trespassed from the bar because he was being disruptive. He was issued a trespass notice but he decided he wanted to go into the bar again. He was seen inside the bar near the back door, and he quickly exited when an officer spotted him. He was located on Essex Ave behind the bar. When he was told to put his hands behind his back he refused. He spun his body around every time an attempt was made to handcuff him. Officers used a Taser to gain control of him without injury.  Louisa was charged with trespassing and resisting arrest without violence.
10/18—1700 block of 53rd St:  Two small children were found crying in the street at this location (a 2 year old and a 3 year old).  The children had wandered off from their home in the 5300 block of 14th Avenue South.  Apparently there was a miscommunication between their mother and father.  Their mother went to the grocery store and their father was taking a nap.  Officers notified the state Department of Children and Families.
