Some examples of calls and arrests this week:
10/22—Trouble with juveniles @ Town Shores: Complainant called and said that two juveniles were jumping up and down on a vehicle. Police identified one juvenile and one adult. They found that the adult was on probation and had a curfew. Jackiema Huell was placed under arrest and transported to the county jail.
10/22—Narcotic violation @ 5300 block of 13th Ave: Officer Horning saw Cassandra Martin driving a vehicle without a valid license. When he tried to stop her, she fled. He caught up to her at her residence, and he arrested her before she went into the house. When she was searched, police found three crack cocaine rocks in her possession. Martin had recently been released from prison following a three-year sentence for cocaine possession and burglary.

10/25—Theft @ 2800 block of Kipps Colony Dr:  Complainant attended a party at a residence in the PYCC. She left her purse in the guest bedroom during the party, and someone removed her debit cards and used them at gas stations in St. Pete.  Officers are investigating the theft and fraudulent use of credit cards. 

10/27—Prostitution @ 1800 block of 52nd St: A citizen reported being approached and solicited by residents in a house in this area. The matter has been referred to our investigations unit for further action.

Examples of traffic-related incidents this week:

10/23—Fleeing and eluding @ 49th St. and 20th Ave:  Officer Motte ran the tag on a pickup truck.  The tag revealed that the driver had a revoked license.  When Officer Motte initiated a traffic stop, the driver fled at high speed. Although a pursuit was not allowed under department policy, Officer Motte was able to identify the driver and currently has probably cause for the his arrest (Shavonte D. Burden – DOB 03/17/80).

10/26—Arrest on Warrant @ 5300 Block of Gulfport Blvd:  Officer White stopped a person operating a scooter without a tag. The operator of the scooter was identified as Thomas Burrell. Burrell had been living out of state but had recently returned. He had 4 outstanding warrants. The warrants were for failure to appear for criminal traffic violations, possession of drug paraphernalia, and dealing in stolen property. He was arrested after the warrants were confirmed.
10/27—DUI  @ 53rd St. and Tangerine Ave: William Biron ran the stop sign and almost ran into Sgt. Taylor’s patrol car. Biron failed field sobriety tests and had and had a breath-alcohol content of .203. He was arrested for driving under the influence.
