Some examples of calls and arrests this week:
11/5—A resident complained that somebody was coming onto his property and removing cans from the recycling bin. Officer Motte located and identified the perpetrator, warning him that his conduct was a violation of Gulfport city code.
11/6—Kwik Stop 5227 Gulfport Blvd: The clerk reported a gas drive off $41.71. The tag on vehicle was provided to police. Officers spoke to the owner of the vehicle, and she said that she had not seen the vehicle for over a month because her husband had traded it for crack. The husband is currently in jail.  
11/8—5400 block of 14th Ave: A resident reported that during the night she heard footsteps in her yard on two different occasions.  The second time she went outside and yelled and heard someone running from the back yard. When she got up in the morning she discovered someone had broken into her shed and taken her weedwacker, so she called police. Apparently when she came out and yelled the burglar dropped the weedwacker in the alley and ran.

11/10—5900 block of Tangerine Ave: Officers responded to several complaints about people fighting. They found a group of intoxicated people arguing loudly. Police were called back twice during the night, so they took enforcement action by citing the homeowner for allowing excessive noise.

Examples of traffic-related incidents this week:
11/6—5500 block of Pinellas Trail: Officer Motte saw a motor scooter on the trail, which is an area where motorized vehicles are prohibited. He attempted a traffic stop, but the suspect fled.  While the vehicle accelerated it left the path onto lose dirt and crashed.  The driver fled on foot, but officers set a perimeter located him a few minutes later. Citations were issued to driver for fleeing and eluding, operating a motor vehicle on a sidewalk or bike path, and driving with a suspended or revoked license.
11/6—Lt. Vincent observed a known habitual traffic offender with a suspended license driving a minivan on 15th Avenue. The driver fled immediately upon recognizing the police. Police policy does not allow the pursuit of non-violent offenders, so he is now listed on Gulfport’s most wanted at www.gulfportpolice.com/bolo.html
