Some examples of calls and arrests this week:
11/12—5418 16th Ave. S:  At 9:30 pm,  hrs, a resident called to report that he saw two black males on his neighbor’s property attempting to enter the neighbor’s 1999 Dodge Caravan. He saw them pulling on the door handles, so he grabbed a broom and confronted them. They fled west on 16th Ave S. They did not make entry to the vehicle.  
11/13—Domain, 5501 Shore Blvd: A St. Petersburg resident call to complain about noise coming from the Gulfport waterfront. Officer Mills took measurements from Domain and Roman Gardens. Readings from Roman Gardens were 63-65 decibels while Domain was at 71. He issued a citation to the management of Domain.
11/16—Mostly Mopars, 49th St. & 14th Ave:  An unknown thief tried unsuccessfully to steal a 2001 Dodge Intrepid from this car dealer’s lot. The vehicle had a “club” on the steering wheel.
11/17—6000 Block of Pasadena Point Blvd:  Residents called to report that their 18 yr old son, Nathan Raulerson, had stolen jewelry from them and then pawned it. They found the pawn slip and wanted him arrested. Nathan admitted to stealing and pawning the items. He was arrested and charged with grand theft and dealing in stolen property.
