Some examples of calls and arrests this week:
12/6—Narcotics Arrest @ the Pinellas Trail: Officer Woodman stopped a bicyclist who was on the Pinellas Trail after dark in violation of county regulations. Woodman learned that the man was wanted for burglary and battery charges by the St. Petersburg Police Department, and when he took him into custody, he also found illegal prescription narcotics. Gregory Williams was arrested and charged with several offenses including possession of a controlled substance. 
12/7—1800 block of 53rd St: Officers were dispatched to this location for a possible burglary in progress. After speaking with the complainants, they determined that a man was trespassing on the property without permission and after having been warned to stay away. The resident confronted the trespasser, hitting him in the head with a shovel when he acted aggressively toward the resident. Claiming that the trespasser was drunk and threatening, the resident hit him with the shovel a few more times after that. When the police arrived, the trespasser was lying down with a bleeding head. David Myers was transported to the hospital and issued a notice to appear in court for trespassing.
12/8—2700 block of Beach Blvd: Officers took a report of an arson where they found evidence that an unknown person used some form of accelerant in what appeared to be an attempt to set a house on fire.
