Some examples of calls and arrests this week:
12/11—Grand Theft @ 3045 49th St S apt 15: At 2124, officers were dispatched to this location for a theft in progress. When they arrived they found the victim holding Philip Beale down on the ground, claiming he caught Beale removing things from the apartment. Beale had been staying at the apt over the last few days, but did not have permission to take anything from the that did not belong to him. Several items were recovered that did not belong to Beale, so he was charged with Grand Theft.
12/11—Criminal mischief @ 5600 block of Gulfport Blvd: An officer was taking a report from a resident about credit card fraud, and when she returned to the patrol car, she found that somebody had slashed both front tires.

12/15—Grand Theft @ 11th Ave S and Gray St: At 1622, Officer Garrett saw a man riding on a recently-reported stolen bike.  He was also carrying a jar full of change.  The bicyclist fled when Officer Garrett attempted to stop him, but was located several minutes later when Officer Beltran saw him run through a back yard. He attempted to hide on the second story steps of an apartment building but was spotted by Beltran and was subsequently arrested.  He was identified as Javon Wright.
12/16—Burglary @ 5600 block of 21st Ave: The victim came home and found a man inside his house disconnecting electronics to steal them.  The burglar ran out of the back door and fled in an unknown direction. The suspect is described as a black male, 5’8-5’9, long dreads, wearing white T-shirt and jeans.

Examples of traffic-related incidents this week:
12/10—Fleeing and eluding: Sergeant Marotta tried to stop a vehicle after seeing it run a red light at 11th Ave. & 49th St. He caught up to the car and turned on the emergency lights on 8th Ave, but the car sped away. Sergeant Marotta complied with the pursuit policy by not chasing the car, but the driver continued to speed away, crashing into a tree at 40th St. and 15th Ave. The driver and a passenger were seen fleeing from the car, and paramedics responded to an injured person call approximately one block away. Officers interviewed a young man with a bloody forehead with glass fragments in the wound, but he said he received the injury falling of a bicycle. Marijuana was found in the car, and the investigation continues.
