Some examples of calls and arrests this week:
12/17—Assist other Agency, 2600 block of Quincy St: Tampa Police officers pursued a vehicle from Tampa to Gulfport because the driver was wanted on charges of aggravated assault. The vehicle crashed at this location, and two people fled from the car.  A K-9 tracked to a residence in St. Petersburg, but the suspects could not be located.
12/18—Trespasser, 1800 block of 52nd St: A resident advised that the night before, she observed a white male in her back yard, but the subject ran after being seen. Today, she found a knife near her shed and believes it may be related.
12/22—Vehicle burglary, Wood Ibis Park: The owner of the vehicle observed a white male, approximately in his 40’s with brown hair, a full beard, wearing a brown shirt and brown pants and appearing very dirty walking from his vehicle. Later, the victim noticed that his wallet was missing.

12/23—Trespasser, Hamilton Disston School: School Board Police called and said they had seen on video surveillance system that a black male was inside the school. The school is closed for the holidays, so nobody is supposed to be inside. Gulfport officers checked the campus with a school board official, but they did not find anybody there.

Examples of traffic-related incidents this week:
12/17—Traffic stop, Gray St. & 17th Ave: Officer Phelps stopped a vehicle after observing it without a license plate. The driver provided a false name, but officers quickly learned his true identify using in-car computer access to the driver license photo database. Jeremy Palmieri was arrested for giving a false name, and he was found to be in possession of drug paraphernalia. 
12/22—Attempted traffic stop, 49th St. & Yarmouth Ave:  A green ford Taurus failed to stop when Officer Motte tried to pull it over. The vehicle had dark tinted windows and a possible partial tag of 799. This vehicle may be the same one that has fled from other officers recently as well.
12/23—Hit & Run, 5300 block of Gulfport Blvd:  Paul Sephakis was operating his 1986 Pontiac Trans Am when he struck the rear of a 2004 Hyundai. Sephakis left the scene without leaving his information.  Officer Horning and Lieutenant Vincent made contact with Sephakis at his residence in St Pete Beach.  Sephakis was issued a traffic citation for leaving the scene of a crash with property damage. He was also found illegally in possession of prescription narcotics.
Marine

The police patrol boat was not put into service this week primarily because the marine patrol officers are also members of the special enforcement team, which conducted a special training detail this week.
