Some examples of calls and arrests this week:
12/24—Grand Theft, 4800 block of Coronado Way: The victim reported that a black male stole his bicycle from his driveway while he was not home. He knew the suspect was a black male because he has a very clear video of him taking the bicycle.  The video camera above his garage recorded a black male approx 20 year of age, wearing a very distinctive gray hooded sweat shirt, walking up his driveway and then riding off on the bicycle. The suspect has not yet been located.

12/25—Burglary, Gulfport Mini Mart 15 Ave. & 58 St.:  Somebody entered the store after hours by punching a hole in the drywall from the neighboring laundry mat.  The suspect stole several lottery tickets, cash, and a safe.

12/29—Recovered Stolen Vehicle, 900 block of 55th St S: A resident called and said that a car was running, unoccupied near his house. The 2001 Dodge Intrepid had been stolen in Largo and had fled from SPPD earlier in the day. No suspect information at this time.

12/29—Violation of Probation and Resisting an Officer, 4900 block of 12th Ave: A resident called to report that Joshua Snyder was drunk and refusing to leave the residence. When officers checked Snyder’s background, they discovered that he was on probation and was not allowed to consume alcohol. He was arrested for violation of probation and resisted arrest. Officers had to use pepper spray to subdue him.
