Some examples of calls and arrests this week:


1/30—5400 block of 11th Ave: Police initiated the investigation of a residence following 
an animal complaint in a house with several cats. Officers discovered that the smell of 
cat urine was overpowering and that feces was piled up in the windows along with 
hundreds of fleas. The matter has also been referred to Pinellas County Animal Services.


1/31— Aggravated Assault @ 54th St S and Shore Blvd- Officers responded to O’Maddy’s 
bar for an assault. A patron reported that an Hispanic male pulled a knife on him 
because he had been talking with a female that the suspect was with in the bar. The 
female was located by Officer White running through yards nearby. She was identified 
as Beatrice Rodriguez. She was not cooperative and was charged with Loitering and 
Prowling. The male suspect has not been identified yet.

2/1—5100 block of 8th Ave: A golf cart stolen from Boca Ciega High School was 
recovered behind a business in this location.

2/2—9th Ave & 58th St: Sergeant Stone observed a stolen car in the area and coordinated 
with other officers to attempt a box-in of the car while it was at a stop sign. The driver 
evaded the maneuver by repeatedly ramming a patrol car being driven by Sergeant 
Mary Farrand. She was treated for minor injuries, and a suspect was later arrested in 
connection with the incident.
