1/1—Various locations: There were five reports of property having been damaged as a 
result of bullets falling from the sky. Celebratory gunfire has been an ongoing problem 
for years, but these numbers are fewer than they were last year.

1/1—Fight @ Beach & Shore Blvds: Officers responded to a call of two women fighting 
in the street. Both were arrested and transported to the police station where they were 
held briefly before being release with notices to appear in court.

1/3—Road hazard @ 49 St & 22 Ave: At 4:00 AM, Officer Falconeri discovered water 
leaking up from the roadway. He closed the road and called water department officials, 
who discovered a broken water main. Officers had to assist with traffic control until 3:00 
PM until the road was re-opened.


1/4—Vehicle Burglary @ Gulf Shores Condos 2900 45th St S: A resident heard loud 
banging. Officers discovered that the window on a white Toyota Corolla was broken and 
someone had rummaged through it. Officer White attempted to stop a black male,  
approx 40 yrs old, balding, at 26th Ave S and 44th St S just a few minutes after this 
burglary occurred. He fled on foot and was not found.
