Some examples of calls and arrests this week:


1/7—2200 block of 53rd St:  Police received information that a man was in a residence 
with an untreated gunshot wound. According to the intelligence, this man was armed 
and was claiming that he had shot somebody in St. Petersburg. Officers made a tactical 
forced entry to the house with the owner’s permission, and they confronted the armed 
man inside. He was disarmed safely and then transported to the hospital where he met 
with detectives from St. Petersburg for further investigation.

1/11—1600 block of 49th St: A homeless female flagged down Officer Kellington to ask if 
he could help her find shelter from the cold. He checked her name and found that she 
had a warrant for her arrest, so she was sheltered for the night at the Pinellas County 
Jail.


1/12—Burglary @ 5000 block of 18th Ave:  Officers were dispatched to this location for a 
prowler. The caller said that a black male knocked on her front door and then left. He 
returned a short time later and hopped over the fence in the back yard. He 
attempted to enter the house through the back door but it was locked. The suspect 
heard the resident calling the police and fled on foot. Officer Adams found him hiding in 
the back yard in the 1900 block of 52nd St. Identified as Chafonta Walker, the suspect 
was charged with prowling and burglary.


1/12—5100 block of 11th Ave:  A Hamilton Disston student left school and was seen 
getting into a silver mini-van that she had stashed in a driveway.  We found out the next 
day that Katrina supposedly stole the van and has been driving around in it and bragging 
to her friends.  Officer Hodge observed the van on 1/13 and attempted a traffic stop, 
but she fled at a high rate of speed running stop signs. Officer Hodge is following up 
with the case.

Examples of traffic-related incidents this week:


1/8—Speeding / Suspended license, 49th St & 22nd Ave: Officers stopped Francisco 
Rivera for going 39 mph in a 20 mph construction zone. They discovered that his license 
was suspended, so he was issued multiple citations.

This is likely the same driver and 
vehicle from Hamilton Disston school mentioned above.

1/14—Stolen vehicle, 22nd Avenue & 48th St: On his way into work, Lieutenant Vincent 
ran the license plate on a silver Toyota Camry, and it came back as being stolen out of 
St. Petersburg. He followed the vehicle through the neighborhoods north and east of 
that location while communicating with St. Petersburg officers in an attempt to close-in 
the suspect. Before that could happen, the suspect realized he was being followed and 
fled.
