Some examples of calls and arrests this week:


1/21— The Village Pub (56 & Shore): The restaurant owner reported that 2 people, a 
male and a female, were unhappy with their food and caused a disturbance inside the 
restaurant. After paying, one of them took the carry out container of food and threw 
against the wall. The owner walked out to the car to write the tag number down, and 
the male pushed the owner. Police are following up with the license plate number.


1/23—2800 block of Clinton St: While Officer Phelps was conducting a neighborhood 
canvass for a residential burglary, he made contact with Vashion Manning.  Officer 
Phelps recognized Manning as a subject that Officer Hodge has felony charges for.  
Initially, Manning gave Officer Phelps a false name.  He was arrested for two 
outstanding child support warrants as well as Officer Hodge’s charges

1/25—Wachovia Bank (parking lot): The victim stopped at Wachovia to make a deposit.  
When he exited his vehicle, with his cash in hand, a young black male approached him 
and asked him for a “light.” When the victim reached into his vehicle, the young black 
male stuck an object in the small of his back and demanded that he empty his pockets. 
Gulfport and St. Petersburg officers, along with K-9 assistance, circulated the area east 
of the bank, but no suspects were located.

Examples of traffic-related incidents this week:

There was no property damage or injuries, so 
no police investigation was conducted or reported. The transportation advisory 
committee has reviewed the school zone in that area, and some changes may be in 
order. Those changes will require budget and planning decisions in cooperation with the 
school board and the city of St. Petersburg.
